2. Methods
This section should describe in detail the study material, procedures and methods used.

3. Results
Figures, graphs and other illustrations may be shorter and more effective than text, but avoid tables and graphs that duplicate the text. They should be inserted in the text near the place where they are mentioned the first time. See Table 1 and Figure 1 for examples.

All tables must have suitable titles above them, written with format CaptionShort in case of short titles, or CaptionLong in case of extended text of more than two lines in length..

3.1. Referencing
